Carr moved to pay bills as presented, a second by Petersen supported the motion, motion carried.
Jorgensen moved to accept the July’s financial reports as presented, Petersen seconded the motion, motion carried.

Calendars for September & October were reviewed.
 Don Moen gave the council a summary of the last meeting he attended for Lake Agassiz Water Authority on August 21st, 2018. LAWA exists because of the Red River Valley Water Supply Project (RRVWSP).  This is the project that strives to bring water from the Missouri River to the Red River Valley.  The primary reason for doing this is to provide a reliable water supply in the event of another 1930’s severity drought.  RRVWSP water can also be used to provide supplemental water for purposes like industrial development.  There is a cost to this but that is still getting figured out.  There will be more information coming from meetings in the future.
Cleanup week was free hauling to the landfill for the residents of Mayville.  The landfill was open September 22nd – September 29th, 2018.  
Jim Murphy was hired as the new Traill County EDC director.  Jim stopped by City Hall and gave Gail & Julie his contact information.  
The Street department was asked to get quotes on leasing a payloader for snow planning 2019.  They are gathering that information for our next meeting.
Information was given to Bill Bohnsack for the Nature Trail project.  The Nature Trail committee was looking for information on parking & bathrooms.
It was mentioned that Moore Engineering had an invitation for people to stop at their booth at the North Dakota League of Cities annual conference held at Grand Forks Alerus Center September 13th -September 15th, 2018
Jorgensen made the motion authorizing the Mayor to sign The DWSRF (Drinking Water State Revolving Fund Program) priority list – IUP (Intended Use Plan): Issue lead service lines, Bohnsack seconded the motion, motion carried.  
Moore Engineering introduced the BND (Bank of North Dakota) Infrastructure Resolving Loan fund to address street funding information.  Jorgensen made the motion to form a committee to look at their information, Bohnsack seconded the motion, motion carried.  The decision was to make the committee open to all of the council, Cal Peterson, Dan Overmoe, Gail Olstad to also be part of this committee.  The first committee meeting will be September 24th, 2018 at 5pm.  
It was decided to table the Waste Management Contract which ends December 31st, 2018 until after the next physical plant meeting has met.  
For a lack of motion, the street light request was denied.  A resident living at Westwood had requested for a street light to be put in.   
Jorgensen moved to Adjourn, Carr seconded it, motion carried.
